Biodiversity, fish and game management, predators and con-
f licts related to predators, renewable energy, restoration 

ecology and impacts of climate change are examples of topics 
covered by NINA. The institute also runs several national 
monitoring programmes of wild salmon, seabirds and large 
ungulates. Active dialogue and dissemination is of key impor-
tance for NINA’s work.
